CTC-Cyclenation Autumn National Cycle Campaigners' Conference in Nottingham:
 ‘Cycle Campaigners Working in Partnership’

Background

National Cycle Campaigners' Conferences take place in the spring and autumn of each year and are arranged by a local cycle campaign group such as Pedals in Nottingham in close liaison with the national CTC and Cyclenation, a network of local cycle campaign groups, which was, until May 2008, known as the Cycle Campaigns Network. Andrew Martin, a Pedals member, currently sits on the board. 

Pedals and Notts CTC will be hosting the autumn 2009 conference, on Saturday 14 November 2009, at Byron House Students' Union Building, Nottingham Trent University, Shakespeare Street, from 10.30- 17.00. Detailed planning started in June 2009.
Most recent cycle campaigners’ conferences have attracted 100-140 people but with good local organisation, increased national interest in cycling and extended nation and local promotion we aim to get at least 150.
To encourage a good attendance we aim to keep the attendance fee to no more than £20, the rate charged for recent such conferences.
It would be very useful to know as soon as possible about any potential interest in helping to sponsor the conference, or particular parts of it, such as catering and the proposed displays Participants will be encouraged to visit the displays during the lunch and two tea/coffee breaks. 

The conference will include social events for those able to come for more than the one day. These will include an informal get-together in a local pub on the Friday evening, an informal post-conference meal on the Saturday night and 2-3 rides on the Sunday (morning) to be organised jointly with Notts CTC and lead by Pedals and CTC volunteers.
