Bikes can be left either at the cycle stands nearby on the west side of the Old Market Square (Beastmarket Hill) or in the Trinity Square car park, on Milton Street, just west of the Victoria Shopping Centre, at the far end of Shakespeare Street from the conference venue, Byron House.

This multi-storey car park has 9 cycle lockers (which could take 2-3 folding bikes each, but only one “normal” bike) at 60p each. In addition there is also a lockable cage on the other side of the main barriers, but within view of the car park office in which they normally park their electric buggy. 

We have been told that if people are arriving and leaving together, they would be willing to move the buggy out and fill the cage full of bicycles (space for about 15-20 bikes) – and then unlock it to allow access at the end of the evening, as long as people don’t arrive back in dribs and drabs.
