DIRECTIONS TO VENUE FROM NOTTINGHAM STATION (1 mile / 1.5 km approx)
(Station is on Carrington Street, Nottingham, NG2 3AQ, a bit south of the City Centre)
A. ON FOOT (a rather more direct route than that shown on the NTU website)
1. Leave Station and turn right onto Carrington Street, heading towards the City Centre and with the Broad Marsh shopping centre prominent ahead 

2. Continue straight across next main junction (with Traffic Lights, with Bus Station on the right), i.e. Canal Street, towards the Broad Marsh Centre

3. Follow pelican crossing over Collin Street, into and straight through the Broad Marsh Centre towards Lister Gate (pedestrians only)
4. Continue up Listergate and Albert Gate pedestrianised streets (with Marks and Spencer to your right)
5. At St. Peter’s Square (St. Peter’s Church on right) bear left up Wheeler Gate

6. At top of ‘Wheeler Gate follow Beastmarket Hill (west side of the Old Market Square and with The Council House (with large clock) to your right at the opposite end of the Square) to Market Street (street with tram tracks)

7. Continue up Market Street to Theatre Square (Theatre Royal at top), crossing over Upper Parliament Street and then walking up the left side of the Theatre, still following tram tracks (Goldsmith Street)

8. Keep on Goldsmith Street, and following tram tracks, crossing junction with Talbot Street / Burton Street and then downhill past several Nottingham Trent University buildings to the NTU tram stop near the Boots Library (on your right)

9. At bottom of hill, past the NTU tram stop and just after Boots Library, turn sharp right into Shakespeare Street.

10. The venue, Byron House (NTU Students’ Union Building) is then facing you on the opposite side of the road (with many cycle stands outside)

B. BY BIKE

1. Leave Station and turn right onto Carrington Street, heading towards the City Centre and with the Broad Marsh shopping centre prominent ahead 
2. After c200m turn left at traffic lights onto Canal Street (the first main junction) and immediately pull over to bear right in c200m (not straight ahead towards Castle Boulevard or left into Wilford Street!)
3. Bear left very soon (c50m) at next traffic lights just before multi-storey car park into Maid Marian Way and continue uphill under car park, following cycle lane as the road then bends right further up hill, with Nottingham Castle prominent to your left.
4. Continue uphill all along Maid Marian Way (around west side of City Centre), across Friar Lane traffic lights, and a series of Advance Stop Lines, to big roundabout at the top where Derby Road (A52 Derby) is signed up hill to the left.
5. Turn right at this big roundabout into Upper Parliament Street

6. Keep on Upper Parliament Street for c300m, crossing tram tracks at Theatre Square (passing Theatre Royal on your left) and then bearing left round into South Sherwood Street, now heading north, passing the Royal Concert Hall on your left.

7. Continue on South Sherwood Street, over the Burton Street junction traffic lights, and then downhill to the Shakespeare Street junction, passing the Nottingham Trent University Newton and Arkwright Buildings on your left.

8. At the Shakespeare Street junction (by the Orange Tree PH) do not follow most traffic round to the right, or the cycle gap ahead, but turn left into Shakespeare Street.
9. Continue almost to the end of Shakespeare Street (c300m) and the venue, Byron House (NTU Students’ Union Building, with many cycle stands outside, is on your right).

C. BY TRAM (NET – NOTTINGHAM EXPRESS TRANSIT)

1. On leaving the Station platform do not head for the main Way Out (on Carrington Street) but follow signs from the platform to the NET tram stop via the overbridge, just across the road on Station Street on the north side of the station

2. Take any tram (Hucknall or Phoenix Park – Park & Ride site near M1 North and A610) to the fourth stop, i.e. the Nottingham Trent University stop, on Goldsmith Street, passing the Lace Market, Old Market Square and Royal Centre stops.

3. On arriving at the Nottingham Trent University stop on Goldsmith Street, walk north by the Boots Library (on the east side of the stop), very soon taking a sharp right turn into Shakespeare Street and the venue, Byron House (NTU students’ Union Building) is then facing you on the opposite side of the street (with many cycle stands outside)
