Greater Nottingham Cycle Development Group Meeting 
Notes 20th May 2008

1. In Attendance

2. Apologies

Received from Nicola Jones, Sustrans, Jez Ellis Notts Police, John Cutler CTC.  Absent: Dave Morris Pedals, John White RideWise,
3. Cycling Towns Bid
The bid had been successful in getting onto a shortlist of around 15 from 74 entries. A presentation to Cycle England was planned for 30th May with a final decision on the 10 Cycle Towns in mid-June. Cycle England had asked that the bid be increased from £3.3m to over £4m.
4. Cycle Forum (Gary SW)

Gary outlined what would be covered at the event on 18th June 

5. Cycle Action Plan (Chris C)

The Group were invited to comment on the latest copy. Further comments were requested within the week. ALL
Kevin agreed that there needed to be a future stage to produce a GN plan.

6. Enforcement

Caroline explained some of the regulations in force around the City including:-
· Enforceability of Advance stop lines
· Present focus on bus line enforcement using traffic and other cameras
· Cycling Prohibited in Market Square but allowed throughout the clear zone

· Confirmation that there were few one way streets in the Centre but that cyclists must obey the signed ones
· Trespass by motorists into cycle lanes within the city was not an offence

· Riding on pavements is illegal but crossing from a Road across a pavement into a cycle path is

The Group felt this was very informative and ventured that it is likely that many motorists, pedestrians and cyclists were unaware of this. It was felt that discussions with the police would be useful in order to develop some sort of communication for those target groups – this might be something along the lines:

· Not a lot of people know the regulations but here they are

· Police would be considerate and sensible in dealing with offences and would consider warnings plus referrals to RideWise

· Cyclists need to be considerate and sensible as to where they Ride especially when sharing facilities with pedestrians

· Motorists  need to be sensible and considerate with cyclists and pedestrians

Council officers were concerned that such a campaign would have to be very carefully worded because of the legal sensitivities but would give consideration to such proposals (GSW). They would consider ways this can be shown on maps and signing for cross city trips (Chris).
7. Movers and Shakers

Hugh outlined the scheme he was aware of and the Group discussed potential targets like CE of PCT, Jane Urquhart, Faith Leaders, Police Chief, and Jane Todd. The Group were keen to develop such a campaign but with present priorities it was considered to be most appropriate to develop plans over the Autumn with a view of commencing in Spring 2009. Suzie Morrow who has run such a scheme ad been invited by Hugh to the next CDG meeting. 
8. Matters Arising from last meetings

a. It was propped that at an appropriate time key people from Boroughs can be involved as part of a consideration of Growth Points - Chris C 

b. City Centre Design Guide to be provide to CDG for comment – Chris C
c. It was suggested British waterways might contribute to cycling marketing funds GSW

d. Cycle Recycling and Maintenance Training - Gary would see if NDC, City, GNP, LSC, Lottery and One Nottignham would provide some funding for a Feasibility Study/Proof of Concept - GSW. Helen would see if PCT funding might be available - HR. Chris indicated the City would probably contribute as part of a partnership. 
e. Cycling Hub - Hugh suggested commissioning a study by Cycling England under their free (7-day) professional support service for local authorities – GSW to investigate

f. City Bike - Generally it was agreed that an organisation that had set up such schemes before would be preferable although a social enterprise was also seen to be beneficial. It was agreed some sort of brief would be needed to take this forward and Gary undertook to see if GNTP could take that forward. Members suggested Paris, Zurich, Strasbourg and TfL might have all developed such a brief. JC Deceaux had managed such schemes elsewhere in Europe. GSW
g. QMC junction - Chris advised that HA are considering changes around the junction and that it was opportune for Pedals to lobby Jeremy Dixon – Chris C to pass Hugh contact details
h. Improving Maintenance and response to highways defects

Chris undertook to check up on the recording processes and what performance management statistics were available 

i. Cycle Trips - there were still some large inconsistencies between subjective feelings about journeys and the objective information coming from measuring points and months. Chris would continue to assess how statistics can be best improved
