Greater Nottingham Cycle Development Group 

Notes for 26th January 2012 10am at Loxley House

1. Introductions and Apologies 

Anna Coltman, City Executive Support Officer was introduced to the CDG members.
Apologies were given by Arthur Williams and John Cutler.
2. LSTF Update
Chris C reminded CDG of the status of the Key Component and Main bids
3. Development of the Cycling Action  Plan

Keith’s presentation of the plan was well received with many constructive suggestions from CDG on economic development, safety, businesses liaison and interchange. Chris was certain the plan had the all important full political support and funding might be the only constraint on progress. Keith would ensure a check was made back to the outputs from the Cycle Forum and he would circulate the presentation for comment back to him by 3rd February as it would be ideal if the Plan was available by the time of the Cycle Live weekend.  It was suggested that the plan should get wider and more active promotion with relevant partners.
4. GN Strategic Cycling Network and Infrastructure Schemes

4.1. County Council Colliery Rail Line purchases. 

Paul H took the CDG through the 3 schemes he was aware of which would be fit for pedestrian use almost immediately upon purchase. Although no cycling funding had been allocated to the schemes Paul felt the priority would be with the £400k Mansfield/Bilsthorpe link as it was in a tourism location linking two major cycle routes and would fit into LSTF bids. The two purchases in the GN area are for £800k between Bestwood and Calverton and £400k between Cotgrave and Holme Pierpont. Chris suggested City and County discussed how Borough developer contributions, Growth Fund and LSTF funding might progress the cycling infrastructure projects in GN.

4.2. Ring Road major update – Consultations can be expected in spring
4.3. A453 widening scheme cycling provision (including Sustrans proposals) – awaiting public inquiry results
4.4. NET 2 (Toton and Clifton lines) 
1. general consultation on cycling aspects ongoing
2. possible cycle route - Wilford Lane to South Nottingham Industrial Estate / Ruddington Lane. It was recommended CDG members seek out political perspectives on policy relating to tramside footpaths
4.5. Wigman Road – options are being considered
4.6. Hub/Station Bike Compound – Plans are in hand for Smartcard access and exit to part of the compound
4.7. Highways Agency / AM Scott A52T (Bramcote island - QMC island) – Sustrans investigating options and it is possible Broxtowe might signpost alternative cycle routes
4.8. Shared use of the A52 Subway at Sharphill - ongoing
4.9. River Leen path upgrading works – plans being developed through to Bulwell with potential for NCN 6 re-routing
4.10. EA Trent Left Bank Flood Alleviation Scheme below Trent Bridge – It is unlikely the cycle infrastructure beyond Colwick industrial estate will be developed but Sustrans are meeting EA on the matter
4.11. Broxtowe Country Park – completion due this financial year
4.12. Forest – link to sports consultation has been provided by Keith M.
4.13. Big Track signing – plans in hand, Keith and Paul will discuss options on County link roads and paths
4.14. Sainsbury's development on Wilford Lane (West Bridgford) – ongoing

4.15. Notts NHS West Bridgford Practices relocation to Wilford Lane – proposals made to PCT
4.16. It was understood Broxtowe had Growth Point funding to complete the cycle path between Erewash and Beeston Marina
5. Discussions and Consultations - 

5.1. New DfT guidance on Traffic Signs 'Signing the Way' – supported in principle by City and County. Chris acknowledged the potential for applying the guidance in Lacemarket/Hockley areas.
5.2. Latest cycling trip statistics – latest results were very encouraging with 15% annual growth in trips. Keith would provide copies of the spreadsheet

6. Ride Programme Updates
Community rides are ongoing as are Rural rides but there is no funding to promote Rural Rides (through the work of volunteers there are over 50 rides on the website for 2012/3).
